A prospective, randomized  climical trial
of systemic antibiotic prophylaxis was carried
vul m patients undergoing colorectal operations
with combinations of gentanncm with ooy cun
and pentamicin with metronidazole.  Filty-two
consecutive patients were included m the atudy,
and mechanical inpestinal preparation was uséd
e all. The doses of gentamuein was 1.6 mgm)
ki given every eght hows  mtramuoscularly
of ntravenously utally and  then  adjusted
according 1o serum concentration, The dosapre
if lincomycin s nor mentioned.

Sepeis wag defined as mfection of the wontnd,
localizeal  intra-abdomine] abscess, o systemic
nection. The antibiotics were started wath the
preoperative medication and continoed  for frve
days, The control group receiving ne antibionics
had 2 sepss rate of 48 per cent with one death
attiibutable 1w the sepsis. In the treated group,
the sepsis rate was 4 per cent, Although there
were no infections i the gentamicin lincomy<in
group, two of |4 patents had pseadomem-
hrarious colitis rlm'uhup, o died of this com=
pheation, The combination of gentamicin and
metromdazole 1 effective and safe in prophylaxis
al anfeenon i eolorectal operations.

A statstical survey involving 94 125 bio-
psiea perlurmed befie 1925 and 1941 38 pre-
sented, Malgnant tumors were found m 268
paticnts, 115 men, 146 women and seven whose
sex was not stated, One hundred and iwelve,
41 8 per cent, of these had Tollocular carcinoma;
99.36.% por cent had  anaplastic carcinoma,
and the rest had papiliary carcinoma, lymphoma
and  other by ek of nmliy;ru::t fumars. These

Lapericnce with 294 biopsies of the breast
using local anesthesia 15 reported.  Sixty-two
legioms proved to be carcinoma, while 235
proved 1w be benign, The correct preoperative
chnical dagnosis was made in 91 per cent of
the patents, Pabients belicved climically to have
carcinoma underwent needle biopsy, while those
with lesiong considered 10 be benugn underwent
cxcisional biopsy,

Diagnosis using needle biopsy technigue
left sufficient tumor o do  estrogen-binding
studlies, decreased cost o the patient and helped
the patient to be informed with certminty ol
the nature of the dehminve operative procedure.
A normal needle biopsy had no clinical significance
and necessitated excisional hiopsy.

Histologic Results of Lesions of the Breast
After Attempted Aspiration (Histologi-
sche Lrgebnisse  cxzisionsbedurfiger
Prozesse in punkiterten Mammae), E.M.

A total of 614 aspirations of the breast were
performed. In 430 instances, aspiration was the
definitive treatment, The remainmy 184 paticnts
are discussed.

All cysts aspirated had air mjections with
preumocystogrsms performed, Eleven cysts were
ro-cntgenologically suspicious alter air injection.
Une proved to be an undiflferentiated duct cell
carcinoma. Twelve cysts showed suspicious areas
sutside their margins. Four of these proved to
be lobular carcinoma in situ, There were 161
excisions done because no Huid was obtamed on
aspiration, The breakdown of these 161 showed
five carcinomas of the breasy, and five metasuc
lesions from known primary caronomas. Fue-
thermore, there were 17 with  proliferating

apillomatosis, two of which revealed adjacent

The clleis of six months of maxilomands-
bular hxation upon obesity were stodied 1n
19 carcfully selected patients, Only  patients
without significant denral or periodontal discase
who were instructed om appropriate  dental
carc and who were accepting  the  program
were accepted intiy the study, Ten of the 19
patients were unable to complete the six month
period of fixation; five of these had demanded
that the splints he removed within 24 hours
because their craving for food was greater than
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their wish w lose weaight, All seven women and
vwo men who complewed the study Jost a consilder-
able amount of weight. Betore treatment the
mean weight of this group was 113 per cent over
the ideal calculated weigh, and after the six
months of treastment, the mean weight was
reduced 0 M per cent over the weal calculared
werght,

The hxation appliances were renuyved at the
end of the first four weeks and reapphied afrer
a minimum of three days. At the beginming of
cach month, maxidlomandibular fxation was
released and was not re-applied for gradually
mcregsing  perisls unul the patient was oot
wearing hxation between maonthly visits, There
was 4 signiicant deerease m the maximum
opening of the mouth between the time freat-
ment was started and cach monthly re-applca-
ten dunog the frse thiee moaths ol weatment.
Lhere was no sigmiheant diflerence between the
maximal opening of the mouth berween removal
before and after wreatment. During the first
three months, the maximom n{rnmg_uj the month
berween removal and re=apphication of fixation
in each month signilicantly increased. Kegular
removal of the fisauon device was believed 1o
be an integral part of the reaument, With the
exceprion of one toath requiring a small buceal
eestoration, no dental carws developed d
this S-'II.Ili}}'. When the fxation splints were
removed, all gingivae  were milamed and bled
spuncancously va probog. A week laer, alier
prophylaxs, there was believed o be no per-
manent detrmental effect of the lixatnon appl-
ances on the periodontal nssues.

Lt was concluded that dhe method described
15 simpler than surgical procedures and eliectve
i the short term in a small percentage of obese

patients. Mo long term resulis were given and
these can nnllr awant further InyﬂmB:.ltmn
